Humility

Humility is the condition of knowing one's shortcomings. A. Kempis: "A lowly knowledge of yourself is a
surer way to God than the deep searchings of man's learnings."” Jesus made love and humility one.

And again, even stronger, "Before destruction the heart of man is
haughty, and before honor is humility." "By humility and the fear of the Lord are riches and honor and
life." Micah: "O man, what is good? And what does the Lord require of you? To do justly and to love
mercy and to walk humbly with your God."

To be able to humble yourself is to put away the spiritual pride that separates the true church from the
harlot. Peter tells us that we should "be subject one to another and be clothed with humility, for God
resists the proud and gives grace to the humble." (taken from Humility, Chapter 6, Andrew Murray)
